As per the provisions of the'IT / ITES Policy - 2015, Critiéai infrastructure Fund has to be
created for creation of critical basic infrastructure for the growth and smooth functioning of
IT industry. The modalities for creation and operation of this fund will be as below:

2. Creation of Critical Infrastructure Fund:

Each Special Planning Authority (SPA) in the State and the State Government will create a
sepérétg-s_‘bét:ia'l"fuhd_\(iz. “Critical Infrastructure Fund for iT / iTES industries”.

i} Each SPA will dep_o.éif the premium they collect from the developers of the Private IT
Park for availing additional FS! in this fund created by them.

i) The fund created by the State Govt. will receive share of the premium for the State
government from' each SPA (which is presently 25% of the amount of premium collected

bySPA) and from ‘all areas where there is no such SPA {in such cases, the entire premium
for any additional FSi granted will be deposited to the State fund).

3. Eligible projects / works under Critical Infrastructure Fund:
Under this fund following critical infrastructure projects / works. can be undertaken:

V) Any other criticai infrastructure work other than (i), (i), (ili} and. (iv) above with
the prior approval of the sub-committee at the State level under _the._-Empowe_red
Committee i.e. Critical infrastruciure Fund Committee fdr'lT!ITES- industries.

4. Manner of approval of the proposal:

i) Fund maintained by SPA:

The SPA shall on its own or based on the demand from IT industry will identify the works.to
be undertaken using the Critical Infrastructure Fund. A shelf of works to be undertaken
shall be created. The SPA will prioritise the works pased on the essentiality of the works
and on the amount of fund available. Also, the reasonableness of the demand and-quantity
of work to be undertaken will also be assessed. Based on the priority, . the SPA can
undertake / execute the critical infrastructure works for IT / ITES industry.

If developer of any IT park or an IT SEZ approaches the SPA, with a proposal. for
constructing a road connecting their IT park or an IT SEZ on their own, the SPA can
consider such project, examine the cost estimates and accord a prior approval to such
work. After the work is completed satisfactorily, the SPA can reimburse the cost incurred to
the developer. ‘ ' . |

The SPA will be able to sanction and execute such projects and will just send a copy of
sanction order such works to the Sub-committee of the Empo_wered_(,‘-qmmi_ttee___ at the
State level alongwith a quarterly report of works undertaken and 'prog_r_é.$$=;-_t_hqr§9f,.;:Whi:_le
sanctioning the work the the SPA shall mention how and in what manner works are.going

i) Fund Maintained by the State Government:

The critical infrastructure works in areas other than those where the SPAs exist will be
done through the Critical Infrastructure Fund created at State ievel. The necjeésity /
requirement of the work will be received by the Industries Department of the State
. Government. from the 1T Industry, field / Ministry level offices of various departments

related to creation of infrastructure, from the !ndustries Associations, Chambers of
Commerce, etc..

The Industries Department will assess the demand of works vis-a-vis the availability of
funds. The proposals will be put up before the sub-committee of the Empowered

Committee for consideration / approval. The proposals sanctioned will be executed by the
er stiputated norms for execution of the works. These agencies

will submit a quarterly report on the works sanctioned and the progress of works.

A register of the work sanctioned, works completed, grants sanctioned, grant utifised and
agency which has executed the works shall be maintained by the Industries Department.

The refund of the cost incurred by a developer for creation of infrastructure will be refund-
ed after the work is completed and the concerned agency like PWD, Zilia Parishad, or any
other government agency which has vetted the cost estimates of the work submits the
completion report of the project to the Industries Department.

in cases where the work is executed by Government / Semi-Government Departments,
the grants to the agency undertaking stich approved work shall be released in two tranch-
es of 50% each. 50% of the grant will be released after the tenders for the work are pub-
lished. The remaining 50% shall be released after completion of the work and upon sub-
mission of certificate t0 that effect from the concemned agency executing the work.

5. Monitoring and Review Mechanism:
i) Constitution of Sub-Committee for Critical Infrastructure Fund:

A Sub Committee of the Empowered Committee under the 1T / ITES Policy 2015 shall be
constituted for administration of the Critical Infrastructure Fund. The constitution of the

Sub-Committee shall be as below:
