Chief Minister Employemnet Generation Program

1. Introduction

The Government of Maharashtra has launched the Chief Minister Employment Generation Programme
(CMEGP)—a credit-linked subsidy scheme aimed at promoting employment opportunities by
encouraging the establishment of Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs) with project costs up to 350
lakh across both rural and urban areas of the state.

2. Scheme Implementation

The scheme is implemented and monitored by the Directorate of Industries (Dol), under the
administrative control of the Industries Department, Government of Maharashtra. Implementation is
carried out through:

e District Industries Centers (DICs),
e Maharashtra State Khadi and Village Industries Board (KVIB),
e Participating banks.

The subsidy is routed through the Directorate of Industries to the identified banks for crediting into the
beneficiary's bank account after a prescribed duration.

3. Vision
o To foster self-employment by facilitating new ventures and micro/small enterprises.

e To empower traditional artisans, unemployed youth, and individuals with innovative and
pioneering business ideas by offering localized employment opportunities.

e To create sustainable employment and curb migration of rural youth to urban areas.

¢ Toenhance the wage-earning capacity of beneficiaries and contribute to inclusive economic
growth.

4. Objectives
e Establish 1,00,000 Micro and Small Enterprises in the next five years.
e Generate 8 to 10 lakh employment opportunities across Maharashtra.
e InFY 2019-20, the initial target was to establish 10,000 enterprises.

e District-wise targets are assigned to DICs and KVIB, based on criteria like district
backwardness, unemployment rates, available resources, technology adoption, and
population.
